Camping Pack Event Rules
1. Two Deep Leadership is required at all times. 

2. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES or drugs are permitted in a scout related functions
3. Tobacco use is not permitted by youth campers or by adults in the presence of youth 

Smoking should be done out of site of the boys.

4. Only 1 open fire should be lit in prescribed area under direct supervision of BALOO trained scout leader.   This help bring the pack together and build cohesion. 

5. ATV's and ORV's are prohibited from use by Scouts and adult leaders. 

6. All State Park  or campground Rules should be obeyed.

7. No one may ride in the back of a truck or on a trailer. 

8. Sleeping arrangements, no boy may not sleep in another non blood relatives tent.

9. Pets are not allowed on the Reservation. 

10. Close toed shoes/sneakers must be worn at all times, Open toed shoes are NOT permitted. 

11. No flames in tents – includes propane or liquid fuel lanterns. 

12. Do not touch or pick up wild animals, reptiles, or spiders. 

13. No firearms, ammunition, fireworks, or personally owned archery equipment are permitted in camp. 

14. Propane/butane lanterns and stoves are to be used by adults only. 

15. All scout should observe the fire ring and limited number of scouts should be allowed in under adult supervision. 

16. Cub Scouts and Webelos Scouts are not permitted to carry matches. 

17. Sheath knives are not permitted in camp. Axes and wood tools are not to be used by Cub 

Scouts or Webelos Scouts at Camp. 

18. Cub Scouts and Webelos Scouts are permitted to use pocketknives only under strict and 

continuous adult supervision. and have “Whittling Chip” card must be in the Cub/Webelos

Scout’s possession. 

19 . Either buckets of sand or water must be next to the camp fire. 

20. Your campsite/area must be free from trash and litter at all times. Remember Scouts leave

an area cleaner than they found it. 

21. All scout and parent should fill out health histories questionnaires annually to help  effectively treat emergencies if they arrive. 

22. Turn off water at faucets and showers. 

23. Build fires only in designated fire pits. 

24. Do not chop on or down any live trees. 

25. All scouts should have a buddy, especially when going to the bathroom.

26. No fishing is allowed without two deep leadership. 

27.  All food should be secured and sealed to avoid animal intrusion.
