6th Cub:  Fire today makes the wheels of industry run.  You could say fire has put men on the moon. 

7th Cub:  Fire is the universal symbol of Scout camping.  The fellowship around the campfire is one of the most lasting memories in the life of a Scout.  If every Scout troop in the world had a campfire such as this tonight, the glow would light the world with a new hope for mankind.
